Gender Self Assessment Tool – is designed to help organizations in self-assessing gender 
mainstreaming competence, i.e. the extent to which it is effectively addressing and redressing 
gender inequalities and injustices. The document offers a practical tool to make a diagnosis 
for identifying the organization’s strengths and weaknesses from gender justice perspectives. 
Based on this diagnosis ideas and actions can be proposed to address gender inequalities and 
injustices more effectively both in the program and inside the organization itself. The tool can 
serve as a foundation for identifying priorities and developing a set of interrelated actions to 
mainstream gender more effectively in the programs under the organization

We thoroughly recommend these training manuals as it contains many of the materials 
used on gender mainstreaming which have proved so useful to us in our work. We hope that  
whether you are a grassroots organization, women’s group, NGO, service provider or policy 
maker, you will use these manuals to build the shared learning approach into your own work.
